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A series of 4 consultation events with people with learning disabilities were held in the month of December '08.  The purpose of the consultations were to seek views of people on the support they receive, or would like to receive, to enable them to live independently, in supported living. The results of the consultation will feed into the current review taking place by the Learning Disability Partnership of supported living services, and will help with plans of services for the future. The consultation was carried out by Kate Lattimore, from Plymouth City Council Supporting

People Team, and Ann Perkins, the consultation officer for the Learning Disability Partnership. The other consultations took place with Plymouth People First, Dove drop in and students from PLUSS work able.  The service users from Ridleys gave some very useful feedback to Kate and Ann.  They are currently in the process of compiling all feedback from all four events and will let people know what happens with it in the near future.
