Plymouth Volunteer Centre is accredited by Volunteering England and uses 
www.do-it.org.uk  to match volunteers with opportunities across the City.

Just by registering your (non-profit making) organisation and filling in an opportunity form for your volunteer role, you will be able to advertise for volunteers on the national volunteering database.   People search for local volunteering opportunities by entering their interests and postcode (or town).  It’s a free service.

Alternatively, you can visit www.plymouthguild.org.uk where you will find the Volunteer Centre page and be able to download the forms or fill them in online, find a link to the do-it website and find out more about your local Volunteer Centre. 

As a registered organisation you would be invited to join our Volunteer Co-ordinators Network which meets 3 times a year.  These sessions are opportunities to network with other organisations, sometimes there will be a speaker and there will always be current information regarding the voluntary sector.  We will also send you monthly e-bulletins.

The Volunteer Centre also runs a confidential drop-in service every Monday, Tuesday and Thursday between 1-4pm where members of the public meet with an advisor who uses the database to help them choose a voluntary role.  Once they have chosen a role, the contact details of the organisation are given to them.

The Volunteer Centre works collaboratively with other organisations during Volunteers Week, 1-7 June, to run city-wide events.  Registered organisations are invited to take part in these events to raise the profile of their own organisation and volunteering in general.  

We attend events at colleges, universities, community centres and other organisations to promote our service and your volunteer roles.
